Protests erupt in Kashmir on sixth
anniversary of Article 370 abrogation

Protests erupted across

Jammu and Kashmir on
Tuesday as political parties
marked the sixth anniversary
of the abrogation of Article
370 by demanding the res-
toration of statehood and the
region’s special constitu-
tional status.

On August 5, 2019, the
Centre had revoked Jammu
and Kashmir’s special status
under Article 370 of the Con-
stitution and bifurcated the
region into two union territ-
ories — Jammu and Kashmir
and Ladakh.

While Prime Minister
Narendra Modi and Home
Minister Amit Shah have
pledged to restore state-
hood, the region continues
to function as an UT with
limited powers.

The police on Tuesday

prevented protest marches
planned by both the National
Conference (NC) and the
People’s Democratic Party
(PDP) in Srinagar, the sum-
mer capital of the region.

‘HELD HOSTAGE’
Dozens of NC leaders and
workers assembled at the
party headquarters, Nawa-i-
Subah, and attempted to
march towards Lal Chowk,
the city’s commercial hub.
“We were not allowed to
leave the office,” an NC
worker told businessline.
Protesters carried plac-
ards that read “August 5,
2019 unacceptable” and “Re-
store our democratic rights”,
and chanted slogans calling
for the reinstatement of Art-
icle 370 and full statehood.
PDP workers were also
prevented from leaving their
headquarters. “We were im-
prisoned in the PDP office
like animals,” said PDP

As the world shifts to green
energy, ‘decommissioning of
oil and gas assets’ becomes
an important component of
decision making. This will re-
quire governments and busi-
nesses to balance net zero
goals with energy security
and stability.

But legislation and expect-
ations vary across the globe.
To address this, Arthur D
Little’s study Oil & gas asset
decommissioning  decision-
making: Achieving net zero &
energy security states that
companies and countries
must strategically transform
their business models and
operations.

Some of these areas in-
clude implementing carbon
taxes/credits, enhancing en-
ergy efficiency, adopting car-
bon capture and storage
(CCS), and decommission-
ing fossil fuel assets.

Speaking to businessline,
Trung Ghi, Partner and Head
of the Energy & Utilities with
Arthur D Little (ADL) in Asia
Pacific and co-author of the
report, emphasised the need
for careful planning and col-
laboration with regulators to
avoid ‘costly’ mistakes.

For countries such as In-
dia, it is very important to
balance energy security with
decommissioning efforts, he
added.

ENERGY SECURITY
Detailing the complexities
involved in decommission-
ing oil and gas assets, includ-
ing the need to decide
whether to decommission
now or later, the potential
loss of energy security, and
the high costs associated
with delayed decommission-
ing, he stressed the import-
ance of working closely with
regulators to ensure that
policies are in place to man-
age the exercise effectively.
Ghi pointed towards the
need for tax incentives or
penalties to ensure compan-
ies do not abandon assets.

PURPOSE OF TNRERA
The Tamil Nadu Real Estate
Regulation and Develop-
ment Act, 2016, has been a
landmark legislative reform.

For oil and gas assets, util-
ising them or repurposing
them for wind energy could
be evaluated.

Ghi said there is a poten-
tial for converting platforms
into grid connections and
such integration of assets
should be evaluated and con-
sidered. For example, the
concept of converting off-
shore platforms into grid
connections to store and
transmit energy from off-
shore wind projects, as is be-
ing done at North Sea.

The offshore platforms
can also be used for hydro-
gen production by installing
hydrogen electrolysers, he
said.

He addressed the import-
ance of evaluating the op-
timal decommissioning
strategy. Identifying assets
for decommissioning should
be considered in a phased ap-
